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1 Introduction

1.1 Objecti ve and target groups for dissemination

The general objective of the dissemination activity is promoting the project and its outputs through a
continuous process of communication towards identified target groups mainly in the Social Housing
professional sector and in scientific sector of energy and building.

The project aims to arise the interest of a very broad audience from the operators of social housing
buildings to the users of the assets (tenants of owners). The findings of the project can potentially be
replicated for all future interventions on the European existing building stock. Furthermore, the project
focussed on low cost solutions to ensure maximal replication potential.

The social housing stock represent in all Europe average the 12% of residential stock, with a different
distribution in each country, for example in Nederland 31%, in Germany 22%, in France 18%, in Italy

5%. So a potential public of 25 Millions of families and of 40.000 Social Housing organizations (public,
cooperative and private not for profit) in all Europe could be impacted in the future (Data by Cecodhas
Housing Europe).

In this regard, the aim of dissemination is to reach an audience that is much wider than the consortium,
and to ensure that the project will trigger future interest and replication for organisations inside and
outside the consortium.

The AFTER project has concentrated a big effort in enhancingi n h a b iatvasendssas is described in
the deliverables concerning WP2 and WP8. So not only the WP9 is concerned by dissemination
activities, but also all the work done have produced a dissemination effect or have produced
dissemination tools addressed to the tenants.

In order to involve directly the main actors in this field, the composition of the consortium consists in
three types of actors: Operators of social housing, social housing associations, and scientific institutions.
The target groups for the dissemination are:

- Rental housing companies (public and private) and their professional unions

- Market players of the building industry, in particular facility management and heating
providers companies, designers of technical solutions and engineers but also construction
companies involved in the National Advisory Board (NAB)

- The inhabitants and tenants through their representative organizations local and national
public authorities, also involved in NAB

- The scientific community of the building sector,

To best reach the target audience the dissemination work has developed both a national and local level,
through national associations and local partners, and at European level, through the relationship of
Delphis, Federcasa and other partners with the leading associations of social housing in Europe
(Cecodhas Housing Europe and Eurhonet) and through the use of institutional networks made available
by the European Union, as the portal Buildup.
The search of interaction and synergies with other EU funded projects on similar themes was another

important area of dissemination.

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1.1.1 National dissemination strategies

Through the 6 National Advisory Boards the aim, the methodology and the results of the AFTER project was
discussed and capitalized with the principal stakeholders of social housing, building and energy sector. Also

1.1.2 European dissemination strategy

Great importance has been given to dissemination at European level, in order to expand to other
countries in the knowledge of the methodology and results of the project.
